Interrogation in criminal proceedings is the most common procedural (investigative) action. The definition
in the law of guarantees of the safety of protected persons during their interrogation in a judicial
investigation creates additional means of obtaining evidence information that is important in a criminal
case. In addition, the interrogation of the protected person in conditions of ensuring his safety
guarantees the protection of his rights and legitimate interests. The Code of Criminal Procedure of the
Russian Federation does not detail the procedure for creating such safe conditions. At the same time,
in judicial practice, there are quite problematic situations in the implementation of certain provisions
of the law to ensure the safe receipt of evidence by the court from the protected person. In this regard,
the further development of the use of tactical and forensic recommendations aimed at increasing the
effectiveness of the interrogation of the protected person in court is being updated.
