It is concluded
that «venire contra factum proprium» must be observed, since it represents a certain rule of behavior
of a person, and «estoppel» is used as a sanction (deprivation of any right) for failure to comply with
this rule by a party.

The article presents a theoretical and legal understanding of the developing institution of directors’
liability insurance as one of the modern instruments for protecting companies from financial obligations.
The main features of directors’ and officers’ liability insurance are analyzed using the example of China
as a developing capital market interested in reducing professional liability risks and attracting the best
managers for active business growth. The authors review the innovations in Chinese legislation related
to the adoption and entry into force on July 1, 2024 of the Corporation Law of the People’s Republic
of China 2023. The new version of the law provides for higher standards of directors’ liability
insurance, while strengthening the protection of shareholders’ rights.

Compensation for violations of the reasonableness of the period

The consolidation of a reasonable period of criminal proceedings in the current criminal procedure
legislation of the Russian Federation as a starting point ensures proper protection of the rights and
legitimate interests of the participants in the process, is an important guarantee for solving the problems
of procedural activity. It should be noted that the state at the legislative level has established a procedure
for compensation to the participants in the process in case of violation of the reasonableness of the
period of proceedings in a criminal case. During the period of participation of the Russian Federation
in the jurisdiction of the European Court of Human Rights and a number of other documents, court
decisions on compensation were made in relation to our country, including due to violation of the
reasonable period of criminal proceedings. This condition caused reputational damage.

Relevance of prosecutorial supervision of personal security

Ensuring safe participation in criminal proceedings of participants in this process is aimed at solving
as a minimum two important tasks: 1) improving the quality and effectiveness of evidence in a criminal
case and 2) protecting the rights and legitimate interests of the individual who is involved in the
preliminary investigation. Prosecutorial supervision of the legality of the preliminary investigation is a
significant guarantee of the implementation of law enforcement by the investigator and investigator.

The application of security measures listed in Part 3 of Art.11 of the Code of Criminal Procedure of
the Russian Federation obliges persons conducting an investigation to check the existence of reasons
and the sufficiency of the basis for the start of the implementation of protective measures, the timeliness
of making appropriate decisions. This process may affect the rights and legitimate interests of the
participants in the process and possible violations are included in the subject of prosecutorial supervision.

The article is devoted to the use of artificial intelligence in justice. This topic is relevant due to significant
achievements in the development of artificial intelligence methods and the practical significance of the
use of modern methods of information processing in justice. The authors consider the experience of
other countries (China, countries of the European Union) in the use of artificial intelligence in justice, the
use of information technologies by artificial intelligence to facilitate the work of courts. It is noted that
Russian researchers pay attention to the strengths and weaknesses of artificial intelligence and the
threats that arise when trying to replace a judge with it. Among academic researchers, on the one
hand, there are discussions about the possibility of replacing judges with artificial intelligence; on the
other hand, there is an understanding that modern information technologies can relieve judges of
certain types of cases.

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The article examines the emergence of fraud as a crime in Russia, starting with the Russian Truth and
contemporary monuments to the pre-revolutionary period.

During the period of the
Sudebnik of the 16th century and the Code of the 17th century, fraud was equated with theft and was
mentioned in a number of articles on property fraud. With the adoption of the Decree of Catherine Il on
April 3, 1781, fraud in Russia began to acquire the features of its modern understanding. The authors
also examined the history of the emergence of fraud in China. The formation of fraud can be traced
back to the era of slavery of the Western Zhou dynasty. At the same time, the history of this crime is not
as long as the history of theft and robbery.

The article examines the issues of ensuring the safety of material evidence in cases of storing it
directly in the materials of a criminal case or in a criminal case. The author has established that
material evidence has such a feature as uniqueness, in connection with which special attention should
be paid to the procedure for storing it. A list of regulatory legal acts is presented, which regulate in detail
the relationships that arise between various entities during the storage, return and destruction of
material evidence in criminal cases. In conclusion, the author comes to the conclusion that the main
form of handling material evidence is their storage. Having studied the legal basis for storing material
evidence, it was established that this process is regulated not only by the Criminal Procedure Code of
the Russian Federation, but also by many other regulatory legal acts, the norms of which must always
be observed by officials conducting a preliminary investigation, which in turn will create favorable
conditions for ensuring the safety of material evidence in pre-trial proceedings and use them in proving
at the stages of trial.
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
