the following Memorandum of Understanding,
hereinafter referred to as MOU.

Article 1

This MOU is a statement of intent between the
Academy and American Councils to explore the
opportunity of collaboration in the area of education
and research.

Article 2

If the Academy and American Councils identify areas
of collaboration of mutual interest, they shall enter into
agreements specifying the object of collaboration,
rights and obligations of the sides involved, terms and
conditions of cooperation and other relevant aspects,
The agreements are to be made in accordance with the
current national legislation of the sides.

Article 3

3.1, This MOU is regulated by the national legislation
of each side, and comes into force from the date of its
signing by the designated signatorics of the both sides.
3.2. This MOU shall remain in force for five years. In
case by the date of expiry neither of the sides expresses
its intention to terminate this MOU it is considered to
be extended for further five years.

Article 4

4.1. Any information exchanged between the sides in
connection with this MOU is confidential and may not
be disclosed to any third party without the prior
written consent of - the  side  that  provided
that information.

42. The sides recognize that this MOU does not grant
them any rights on the intellectual property of either
side. The use of trademarks and/or denominations
representative of either side is strictly prohibited
without the owner’s prior written consent.
